Breaking Barriers and Shattering the Glass
Ceiling

Dr. Connie Mariano is used to breaking barriers
and used to shattering the glass ceiling. She
was born to a Navy father and Filipina mother in
the Philippines and moved from military base to
military base. Along the way, she accumulated
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an array of life experiences and the desire to
make her own mark in the world. She has
achieved an impressive list of “firsts” that in-
clude: the first military woman to become the
White House Physician to the President, the
first woman Director of the White House
Medical Unit, the first Filipino American in US
history to become a Navy Rear Admiral.
These amazing achievements are just the tip of
the iceberg of accomplishments for this remark-
able woman.

Dr. Connie is the eldest daughter of a career
Navy enlisted serviceman and his wife, a dentist.
Her father served in the Navy as a steward and
eventually retired with the rank of Master Chief.
She was the Class of 1973 Valedictorian of Mar
Vista High School, and she then received her
Bachelor’s degree with honors in Biology from
the University of California, San Diego and
joined the Navy. In the Navy she received a
medical degree from the Uniformed Services
University School of Medicine. She served in
Uniform for 24 years of active-duty service
and then joined the Mayo Clinic in Scottsdale.

In 2005, she
founded the Center
for Executive Medi-

cine, a medical
concierge practice
which provides
presidential-quality
medical care to
CEOs and their
families. Dr.
Mariano is also a
former external

advisory board member of the committee
advising the Secretary of Veterans Affairs on
the overhaul of the VA system.

Dr. Mariano is the author of the book, The White
House Doctor: My Patients were Presidents, A

One Nation under God

In Washington, DC, there can
never be a building higher than
the Washington Monument.
Construction of this giant obelisk
began in 1848 when James Polk
was President, but it was not until 1888 that it
was inaugurated and opened to the public. It
took 25 more years to place the aluminum cap
on the memorial. Displayed on the cap is a Lat-
in phrase, Laus Deo.

Laus Deo. No one can see these words, and
most visitors are unaware of their presence
perched 555 feet, 5,125 inches high atop the
monument, facing heavenward to the Father of
our country, above the 69-square-mile District of
Columbia. How purposeful is their placement, at
the highest point in the most powerful city in the
most successful nation on earth.

Just four syllables, of seven letters, Laus Deo
declares simply, “Praise Be to God!” Perfect
tribute to the Creator and guarantor of our cher-
ished rights and noblest privileges.

“Within the monument itself are 898 steps and
50 landings. As one climbs the steps and paus-
es at the landings, the memorial stones share a
message. On the 12th Landing Is a prayer of-
fered by the City of Baltimore; on the 20th is a
memorial presented by some Chinese Chris-
tians; on the 24th, a presentation made by Sun-
day School children from New York and Phila-
delphia quoting Proverbs 10:7, Luke 18:16, and
Proverbs 22:6.”

When the cornerstone was laid 4 July 1848,

among the items deposited within it was the Ho-

ly Bible. George Washington stands in timeless

testimony to our nation’s founding under God.

Luke Chapter Finishes the Year

As previously reported, our Veter-

ans’ Relief Grant Committee

paused its activities until next fall.

We granted nearly all designated

funds in the current budget to needy veterans
and their families. In addition, the volunteer
team needs a rest. We also need some ‘fresh
blood’ in the form of members willing to take an
active leadership role.

Our veterans’ relief program will be significantly
smaller in the next program year for several rea-
sons. Our membership continues to shrink, re-
ducing member donations. Also, we expect
much reduced outside grant funding. There is
limited member labor support for the necessary
administrative and logistical tasks.

At present, we have about $2,500 in remaining
funds between Luke Chapter and Community
Fund line-item accounts for the program. These
funds will be held over in our budget until next
fall.

We anticipate approval of our grant application
to MOAA Community Foundation submitted in
late February in its “Community Outreach” grant
program. We have been approved for grants
every year since 2017-18. However, last May
the grant was $3,250 rather than $5,000 as in
past years. MOAA told us they want to ‘spread
the money’ across more chapters. We expect
no more than that again this May, when MOAA
announces the chapter awards.

MOAA honors our Veterans’ Relief program.
We were highlighted in the January 2025 Military
Officer Magazine, along with other chapters. The
article titled “The ChangeMakers” (pp. 40-45)
featured Chapter Leaders Ed McAvoy and Linda
Wolverton.
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The Board of Directors decided we will not be
applying again to the Arizona Department of
Veterans’ Services (DVS) under its grant pro-
gram. We were awarded a grant of $4,999 and
a grant of $25,000 received in two payments in
2024. These funds were paid out across two
fiscal years to veteran recipients. There are no
overhead, salary or other administrative costs in
our program. All grant monies are paid out to
needy veterans and their families.

However, the terms and conditions DVS now
imposes are too onerous and burdensome for
our small volunteer staff. DVS requires highly
technical accounting and reports on a quarterly
basis. DVS prohibits grants for veterans’ fami-
lies. Also banned are grants for food, water, hy-
giene items, car repairs, gift cards, and other
limitations. We are volunteers and not paid

staff. The pain from DVS is just not worth the
gain.

Turkeys for Troops 2024

Our program will continue on a smaller scale.
We will continue to support active-duty families
at Luke AFB in the annual Turkeys for Troops
food drive. To the extent of available funding,
we will also make individual grants to veterans
needing help with their rent, mortgage, utilities,
car repairs and the like. Our program funds are
expected to be in the range of $10-12,000 an-
nually going forward.

Luke Chapter is proud of its support over the
years to Arizona veterans to maintain housing,
utilities, transportation, food security, and related
essential needs. In the current fiscal year, we
spent a record amount of $40,300 on cash
grants and food goods. Since program inception
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in 2017-18, we distributed more than $202,000
to help 132 individual vets with housing related
emergencies. Many of them would have be-
come homeless without our support. In addition,
hundreds of active-duty military and their fami-
lies at Luke AFB have benefited from food dona-
tions through Turkeys-for-Troops.

The veterans and military members and families
receiving aid more than pay us back with their
well-being, gratitude, and tears of relief.

Luke Chapter will resume the program again
next fall on a smaller scale. We will never stop
helping our brothers and sisters in the profes-
sion of arms.

LEGISLATION UPDATE:

Love Lives On Act of 2025 (H.R. 1004 and
S.410)

This bill allows a surviving spouse to retain the
Survivor Benefit Plan and Dependency and In-
demnity Compensation (DIC) at any age, re-
gardless of whether they remarry. The House
and the Senate have separate bills addressing
this subject with only minor differences. As of
03-06-25 it has been referred to the Subcommit-
tee on Disability Assistance and Memorial Af-
fairs.

Caring For Survivors Act of 2025 (H.R. 680)

This bipartisan legislation strengthens Depend-
ency and Indemnity Compensation (DIC) for
505,000 eligible survivors and reduces the
timeframe a veteran needs to be rated totally
disabled allowing more survivors, who likely
would have been caregivers, to become eligible
for critical DIC benefits. As of 26 Feb 25 it has
been with the Subcommittee on Disability Assis-
tance and Memorial Affairs.

Re-education, Re-employment, and Retire-
ment Act

The caregivers who provide daily care and sup-
port to aging and disabled veterans often sacri-
fice their own careers, financial stability, and
personal well-being to fulfill their vital role.
Caregivers rely on stipends classified as “un-
earned income,” meaning they lose opportuni-
ties to save for retirement or contribute to Social
Security. That means if the caregiver is in a po-
sition, later in life, to age out of a work life, So-
cial Security has not been added to since the
caregiver had to stop working to care for their
loved one. The caregiver, when they at a point
when they could go back to work, faces work-
force retry challenges (i.e., licenses have not
been maintained, workforce specialty certifica-
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tions have lapsed). All of this contributes to no
financial solvency when they are ready to retire.

This Act, if passed, would provide professional
development, employment assistance, and re-
tirement planning specifically tailored for the
veteran caregiver. The MOAA monthly letter
provides the opportunity to send auto-developed
letters to your congressional senators and rep-
resentatives about this and other veteran,
spouse and surviving spouse concerns.

The Surviving Spouses, at their recent luncheon,
again discussed their willingness to support
sending “Thank You for your Service” Cards to
The Veteran’s Last Patrol participants. Cards will
be purchased in bulk, and the first 30 minutes of
our luncheon meetings will be set aside to write
‘Thank You’ and sign our names. The cards
would then be gathered and sent to the home
base of The Veteran’s Last Patrol, a 501 3 ¢ or-
ganization, in Spartanburg, SC, for distribution to
those heroes.

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Memorial Day Tribute to my fallen comrades —

Memorial Day is a day for me to reflect on those | served with in Afghanistan. During my five
years of service in Afghanistan, there were five American men and women patriots | had the
privilege of serving with who made the ultimate sacrifice. Below is the story of two patriots
that | served with. This is their story.

Personal Sacrifice
May 20, 2009

On the morning of May 20, 2009, | sat across the table at the Camp Eggers Dining facility in
Kabul Afghanistan with Lieutenant Roslyn Shulte and Shawn Pine, LTC USA, retired. It was
7:30am as we enjoyed breakfast and discussed their mission to perform at Bagram Air Base.
They were part of my team that | served with in Afghanistan. After breakfast Roslyn and
Shawn departed Kabul in an SUV for a 45-mile drive to Bagram Air Base. Shortly after
9:00am they were both dead. They were both killed instantly by an IED.

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Roslyn was 25 years old. She was the first female Air Force Academy graduate killed in combat.
Lt Shulte served as an intelligence officer providing actionable intelligence in support of counter-
insurgency operations. In addition to her military mission, Rosyln demonstrated exemplary hu-
manitarian concern for the people of Afghanistan as an active member of the Camp Eggers Vol-
untary Community Relations Program. She assisted in numerous humanitarian assistance mis-
sions and participated in the distribution of clothing and food to needy Afghan families at a Kabul
refugee camp.

Shawn was 52 years old and survived by his wife and three children. He had spent a career in
military intelligence serving special missions in Iraqg, central Asia and at Camp Eggers as a coun-
terintelligence advisor. He was actively engaged in humanitarian service projects in support of
the people of Afghanistan.

Board Briefs

Luke Chapter (LC) and Community Fund
(CE)-March 2025 Board Meetings

The Annual Members Meeting will be
held on 10 April in accordance with Luke
Chapter Bylaws. President Wikle will
brief the Members on accomplishments
and challenges in FY 2024-25. The
Members will elect primary officers for
next program year and consider potential

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changes in Chapter policies and proce-
dures.

The Luke Chapter Board of Directors is
studying multiple potential changes in our
recruiting practices, venues and loca-
tions, time of dinner meetings, ‘dress
code’, programs and speakers, publicity
and press releases, efficiencies in our
primary charities, etc. We need to arrest
the gradual decline in membership by at-
tracting more and younger officers as
members. Discussions are on-going, with
plans to adopt many ideas in the May
2025 board meeting when feasible. The
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changes will be announced as they are
made.

The current asset balance of Luke Chap-
ter (LC) on 31 March 2025 is $38,600, of
which $23,800 is unrestricted equity. Al-
so, restricted funds include $8,000 set
aside as contingent reserve.

Don Fordney announced that 21 scholar-
ship grants were awarded to college
bound students, which total $30,000 this
year. Looking back to 2001, the scholar-
ship program has made 297 grants that
total to more than $423,000. Quite im-
pressive!

Assets of Community Fund (CF) on 31
March 2025 stand at $85,464, including
$38,623 in currently unrestricted funds.
Our net equity will pay the scholarship
grant awards of $30,000 made in April.
Those grants will be paid next fall when
the students are settled in a university.
The CF Board made final plans for its
Spring fund-raising activities for our chari-
ties. A ‘silent auction’ will be held on 10
April 2025. CF has received member and
business donations. The PebbleCreek
Nine Hole Men’s Club is conducting a golf
tournament on 17 April that will benefit
our Community Fund.

Final IRS Form 990 income tax returns
were filed electronically in March for both
Luke Chapter MOAA and Luke Chapter
Community Funds. Both returns were
‘accepted for filing’ by the IRS. Arizona
does not require a separate tax return
from tax-exempt organizations.

The Luke AFB Honor Guard will present
the colors at the 8 May dinner and schol-
arship award event at Grandview Ter-
race. This precision military formation will
be exciting to watch.

Linda Wolverton and the Surviving
Spouses will hold a quarterly luncheon at
the Haymaker Restaurant in Goodyear on
1 April. Mary Dickson will brief the group
on the history of Goodyear, and the
Goodyear Airport nearby. The Veteran’s
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Last Patrol program has been very well
received by other AZCOC chapters in the
state.

Mike Kramer reported that $40,300 was
distributed in grants this fiscal year by CF
and LC to 18 veterans threatened with fi-
nancial emergencies and potential home-
lessness. Only about $2500 remains
available for veterans’ grants. This
amount will be used as ‘seed money’ for
the program next fall. The CF Board
suspended the grant program until more
funds are raised and leadership roles are
filled next fall. We will learn in early May
whether MOAA Community Foundation
will award a grant to support our veterans’
program.

Ben Hayes reported that Luke Chapter
now has 148 active Members on our ros-
ter, including 115 Regular Members and
33 Surviving Spouses, with 4 “Honorary”
persons. LC membership was reduced
by 18 members this year, due to aging,
death, moves, health problems, etc.
MOAA sent a recruiting letter and materi-
als through email to about 350 MOAA
members in the West Valley who are not
currently Luke Chapter members. We
are hoping that significant recruiting will
result from the mass emails.

Buz Isban has connected as our JROTC
Liaison with 13 out of 14 JROTC high
school programs in the West Valley. Buz
is scheduling LC members to make
award presentations at Honors Night later
this spring.
